1976 Root Mission: “Fluid Drive” Rescues Noncombatants  

       Root Vets know lots about 

the 1958 and the 1982-84 U.S. 

operations in Beirut.  But most 

don’t know there was another 

Root intervention. 

       “Operation Fluid Drive” in 

July 1976 saw the 32nd Marine 

Amphibious Unit evacuate 

about 300 U.S. and foreign na-

tional citizens from the U.S. 

Embassy there. 

       The Lebanese civil war had 

been escalating since it began 

in April 1975 when a Phalan-

gist was shot, presumably by a 

Palestinian.  In retaliation, Pha-

langist militia attacked a bus 

carrying Palestinian civilians, 

killing 26 of them.  Fighting 

continued to escalate until June 

1, 1976, when 30,000 Syrian 

troops were sent in to support 

the Christian forces.  

       It was this environment of 

turmoil that led then-CIA Di-

rector George H.W. Bush to 

recommend evacuations to 

President Gerald Ford.  Other 

familiar figures involved were 

White House Chief of Staff 

Dick Cheney and Defense Sec-

retary Donald Rumsfeld. 

   Retired Army Reserve Major 

Robert Bourlier was a Marine

Post Traumatic Stress Disorder 

  Treatments Are Available That Can Help 
MARINE CORPS BASE CAMP LEJEUNE, N.C.--
(Jan. 23, 2006) – Today’s Marines are returning from 

combat tours in a physical sense. However, for some, 

clashes with terrorists and insurgents may have been re-

placed with a mental battle against paranoia, anxiety and 

the stress of re-acclimating to the environment at home. 

        Collectively, these are symptoms of post-traumatic 

stress disorder (PTSD).  Thanks to a better understand-

ing of the problem, there are ways to deal with it.  But it 

isn’t only today’s Marine who faces PTSD.  The symp-

toms can be lingering and persistent for many years be-

fore it’s diagnosed.  

        Post-traumatic stress disorder is a psychological 

condition a person may experience when they have con-

fronted a stressful, disturbing or unpleasant experience. 

It can manifest itself through sleeplessness, nervousness 

and a laundry list of behaviors best summarized by be-

ing “on-edge.” However, the PTSD experience is unique 

to every individual, whether they are firefighters, police 

officers, combatants or victims of a crime. 

        A little “shell shock” and symptoms of stress don’t 

automatically qualify a Marine as having one of the 

most talked-about side effects of modern day war. 

        Combat stress is different from PTSD. According 

to Cmdr. Thomas C. Armel, a psychiatric nurse practi-

tioner who has been working in mental health for more 

than 22 years, “Combat stress is normal -- approxi-

mately 90 percent of service members returning from 

combat deployments will experience some form of com-

bat stress. 

        “It’s expected there will be an adjustment period 

after coming back from a combat zone,” said Janice 

Kight, a clinical social worker at the Marine Corps Base 

Camp Lejeune Community Counseling Center. “The ex-

pectation is that there will be noticeable improvement 

after a certain amount of time. With PTSD, the symp-

toms don’t go away so quickly.  

        “PTSD is an actual diagnosis that means you meet 

certain criteria, and it has been going on for a length of 

time,” said Kight. “There are other people who are expe-

riencing symptoms that are combat stress related but are 

not actually post-traumatic stress disorder. Our goal here 

is to help them not end up with a diagnosis by treating 

the symptoms.” 

        According to Rebecca Haga, a victim advocate at 

the counseling center, PTSD manifests itself in several 

abstract forms. 

        “Families may notice changes in their sleep pat-

terns and anger outbursts. A lot of people tell me that

Intelligence officer for HMM-263.   

        “We were on the bicentennial 

Med Cruise when we got the mis-

sion,” he recalls.  “’263 was on-

board the LPH Iwo Jima.  We were 

about half a day steam from Bei-

rut.”  

        They weren’t alone out there.  

A 5-ship naval task force backed 

them up with LPD’s such as the 

Ponce and the Coronado and the 

LPH Iwo Jima.  And the USS 

America carried the fighter group 

ready to provide support if needed. 

        “Several times during June 

and July 1976 the squadron and 

embarked Marines conducted prac-

tice evacuations, flying ashore, se-

curing the landing zone and moving 

the evacuees to the waiting ships,” 

recalled Bourlier.  

        He said that during this time 

there was fighting in Lebanon be-

tween at least four different fac-

tions, Christians, Druse militias, 

Phalangests and other armed 

forces. “As the squadron Intel Offi-

cer it was the job of my staff to 

keep track of these forces as best 

we could and to keep the Op Plan 

updated,” he said.  

        Sam Khoury was 16 years old 

at the time, and he and his parents 

had to be evacuated to the USS Co-

ronodo.  Years later when he revis-

ited the ship, he recalled the trip 

from shore in an LCU to the 

Coronado: “We kept coming closer 

and closer, when all of a sudden the 

ship just opened up and swallowed 

us – it was like a James Bond 

movie.” Khoury and fellow evacu-

ees spent three days and nights on 

the Coronodo. 

        Bourlier recalls that his squad-

ron was on standby to go into the 

airport if gunfire erupted. 

        “We spent over a month on 

24-hour alert to go into Beirut and 

when it was all said and done we 

were able to use an LCU to evacu-

ate all the people.”

       A veteran of the 1958 Marine 

mission to Beirut and a BVA life 

member has passed away after a 

battle with cancer. 

       His widow, Linda, reported 

that Michael Pisapia passed away 

on Feb. 5, 2006. 

       “Michael loved the Marine 

Corps and had the fighting spirit 

until the day he died,” she wrote 

in an email.   

       Actually, Pisapia was a true 

member of the Navy-Marine 

Corps team, having first joined 

the Navy in 1956, then transferred 

to the Marine Corps after receiv-

ing an honorable discharge from 

the Navy in 1957. 

       He became a machine gunner 

and did three or four Med tours 

by the time he was assigned to 

“L” 3/6 when they were ordered 

into Beirut in July, 1958. 

       Linda said her husband and 

his unit were ordered into Beirut 

to protect the airport, “and they 

lived in the mountains from July 

to November.”  For that service 

he was awarded the Armed 

Forces Expeditionary Medal. 

       He then served in Sasebo, Ja-

pan as an MP until his honorable 

discharge from the Marines in 

1962. 

       Linda said that after dis-

charge he remained active in sup-

porting many veterans groups.  

       At the time of his death,  he 

was Commander of the Halloran 

Memorial Chapter of the Disabled 

American Veterans.  

       He was a past Commander 

(twice) of the North Shore Post 

#7172 VFW and past County 

Commander of the Richmond 

(Staten Island) County VFW. He 

was a life member of Watkins-

Kellett Post - American Legion, 

The Marine Corps League, Staten 

Detachment, Military Order of the 

Cooties (VFW), the Devil Dogs 

(Marines), Mid-Atlantic Chapter 

of the Catholic War Veterans, 

Second Marines Division Asso-

ciation and the Beirut Veterans of 

America.  

        He was very involved in the 

VFW, holding office and chair-

manship on a District and State 

Level. He had been asked to hold 

the chairmanship of the State 

Commander and State President 

Special Project, which was Hepa-

titis C, as he had the disease for 

many years which eventually led 

to his death from Liver Cancer. 

He promoted awareness of Hepi-

tatis C on the State Level and 

urged all Veterans to take the 

simple blood test. He not only 

educated but raised donations for 

the American Liver Foundation. 

Chesty Puller’s Widow Passes Away 
Virginia Montague Evans Puller, the widow of U.S. Marine 

Corps hero Lt. Gen. Lewis Burwell "Chesty" Puller, died 

Feb. 11, 2006 at her home in Saluda. She was 97. Virginia 

Montague Evans was 29 when she married then-Marine 

Capt. Lewis Burwell Puller in Saluda. The new Mrs. Puller 

followed her husband while he served in China, Hawaii and 

across the United States. During World War II and the Ko-

rean War, she returned to Saluda and raised their children - 

Virginia and twins, Martha and Lewis Jr. - while "Chesty" 

Puller burnished his reputation as a courageous Marine. 

During his military career, he earned the Navy Cross a rec-

ord five times.

when they hear a loud noise, they 

want to run for cover,” said Haga. 

        “We stress that many of these 

things will be going on in the fam-

ily, and so, they come in for marital 

counseling, or their command will 

send them in for anger manage-

ment,” said Kight, explaining how 

PTSD can manifest itself in abstract 

forms. “They’ll say, ‘My husband 

won’t talk to me, he’s not communi-

cating, and he wants to spend more 

time with his friends,’ and really it 

is the post-traumatic stress disorder 

coming out.” 

        The disorder is not the result of 

a pre-existing mental disturbance 

but rather a direct reaction to a spe-

cific event or events. In other words, 

a person who is otherwise mentally 

stable may experience disruptions in 

their life due to one traumatic event.  

 

Root Vet Experiences PTSD 
 

        Retired Chief Warrant Officer 

Hartman Slate served in the Marine 

Corps for 17 years and currently 

lives in San Antonio. He has vivid 

memories of the earth shattering 

1983 barracks bombings in Beirut, 

Lebanon, as well as deployments to 

all ends of the earth, including Nica-

ragua and Somalia. He was diag-

nosed with PTSD last September  

and is currently seeking treatment 

through a therapist and psychologist.  

        Slate can rattle off several com-

bat-stress related effects he has felt 

for so many years, he said, “it feels 

like those symptoms are a normal 

part of life. I had difficulty sleeping, 

memory loss, inability to concen-

trate, guilt and irritability.”  

        “Every October, I would kind 

of get into a funk and later come out 

of it,” he said. “But I also had to 

deal with other losses along the line, 

and after a while, they just build up 

and build up.” 

        Slate patiently watched over 

the years and identified deeply with 

current events. The Sept. 11, 2001, 

tragedy, the Iraqi car bombs on the 

nightly news, and occurrences in his 

own life stacked up against his re-

solve. 

 

The Final Straw 
 

        “It was kind of like the straw 

that broke the camel’s back,” he 

said. As the symptoms weighed on 

Slate's mind, they also took a toll on 

his life. 

        “All those symptoms make you 

a difficult person to get along with,” 

he said objectively. “It can cause 

you to have bad relationships, and 

you almost begin to anticipate loss. 

One of the biggest, overwhelming 

thoughts I had was the realization 

that I was always expecting to lose 

everything good I had.” 

        Slate recalled a prominent ex-

ample of his depression when he had 

purchased his first house.  

        “I was really proud of my new 

house, and I wanted to paint it,” he 

said. “I went to the local hardware 

store and spent some time figuring 

out which paint I wanted to use, and 

I bought all the brushes and rollers 

and things like that, but I never 

painted my house. I figured, ‘Why 

bother if I’m just going to lose it?’”  

        Slate had no reason to believe 

he wouldn’t keep his house, but he 

said he harbored the overwhelming 

thought that something that nice 

couldn’t last … it was too good to 

be true. 

         “I don’t really know what it 

was that caused me to seek treat-

ment,” he remembered, stating he 

had gone to a counselor and immedi-

ately announcing “I’ve got issues.” 

        “I was always kind of taught 

that if you went to mental counsel-

ing, you were nuts and had no busi-

ness being in the military,” said 

Slate. “I was told you’re not sup-

posed to feel this way, and then, I 

really had no choice. 

        “However, you shouldn’t really 

care what other people think about 

you,” he said  

“Getting help doesn’t mean you’re 

weak,” he emphasized. “That atti-

tude needs to be taken from the 

command to the small-unit level and 

be recognized at the sergeant and 

corporal level,” he said. 

 

Talking About It First Step 
 

        Slate is able to talk about his 

experiences with PTSD, which is a 

benchmark sign of improvement. 

However, he acknowledges his re-

covery period isn’t over yet. 

        “It was really helpful to me to 

talk to a counselor outside of the 

military. They were really able to 

put some things in perspective for 

me. I learned a lot about myself,” he 

said. “I think there were things I 

could have done better in life if I 

sought out help sooner.” 

 

Above All, Seek Assistance 
 

        The most important message 

Slate sends to young Marines with 

emerging combat-stress related is-

sues is, “Go see someone. If you feel 

like you have any of these issues, at 

least they’ll be able to validate what 

you’re going through. Not getting 

help hurts all aspects of your life.

     Nominations Opened For Directors and Officers 

        In accordance with the BVA by-

laws, the Board of Directors (BOD) 

announces the opening of nomina-

tions for five regular board positions 

(directors), one next-of-kin board po-

sition (director) and four officer 

posts.

        Any director or officer may re-

sign at any time with written notice 

to the board. 

        Individuals may nominate them-

selves.  If you nominate someone else 

you must first contact that person and 

verify that they are willing to serve.   

        A regular member must have 

paid up dues and have served (1) in a 

uniformed U.S. military service ei-

ther between August 1982-February 

1984 when the Multi-national 

Peacekeeping Force was engaged in 

military operations in the environs of 

or off-shore of Beirut and that service 

was recognized by award of a Navy 

or Marine Corps Expeditionary 

Medal or its equivalent; or (2) served 

from July to November 1958 in the 

same area of operations and was 

awarded an Armed Forces Expedi-

tionary Medal or its equivalent. 

        Associate members must have 

served during and contributed to any 

aspect of operations during the 1982-

84 Beirut mission. 

        The BVA seeks leaders who 

show great interest in the organiza-

tion and who wish to see it grow and 

meet its original purpose – “The First 

Duty Is To Remember.”

Know What You’re Volunteering For 

     Directors, Officers Guide BVA Business 
        The BVA is looking for a few 

good men or women who are pre-

pared to guide the organization into 

the future. 

        But before Root Vets step up to 

the plate, they should know what 

they are committing to. 

        The Board of Directors (BOD) 

currently consists of 5 regular mem-

ber posts and one next-of-kin post.  

The by-laws allow up to 7 directors. 

        The BOD manages the overall 

affairs of the BVA.  They make pol-

icy decisions based on desires of 

membership or on what is generally 

in the best interest of the organiza-

tion.  Incumbents are expected to 

actively guide the BVA on a year to 

year basis.  Directors may or may 

not choose to appoint a chairman of 

the board.If a chairman is chosen, he 

will preside at all meetings and carry 

out executive duties as assigned by 

directors. Directors meet annually 

on or about October 23rd, and could 

have special called meetings or tele-

conferences when needed. 

        Officers carry out the policies 

set by the BOD.   

        The president is the chief ex-

ecutive officer of the BVA and has 

general charge of the business, af-

fairs and property of the association 

and general supervision of other of-

ficers. The president sets the tone 

for general operations of the BVA. 

        The vice president generally 

assists the president and may per-

form the president’s duties in his 

absence. 

        The secretary attends all meet-

ings of the board or officers and rec-

ords all votes and proceedings.  The 

secretary may also have other duties 

assigned by the BOD or president, 

such as preparing and mailing offi-

cial BVA business correspondence.  

        The treasurer maintains the as-

sociations funds and keeps full rec-

ords of same. He disburses funds as 

directed by the BOD or president 

and must be prepared to provide a 

written accounting of transactions at 

the request of the BOD or president 

and at annual meetings.
