
    

2022 Honoree: LCpl  John McCall usmc · Beirut · 1983
S unday, 23 october 1983 was the single dead liest day for the U.S. Marine Corps 
since the last day of Iwo Jima in World War II. At 6:22 am an Iranian Hezbollah 
terrorist, having crashed through security in an explosive  laden truck, detonat-
ed those explosives causing an explosion that was equivalent to more than 12 
tons of tnt. It was the largest non- nuclear explosion in his tory up to that time. 
The explosion killed 241 American service members (220 Marines, 18 sailors and 
three soldiers). Among the three Rochester Marines killed in Beirut was LCpl 
John McCall, this year’s Birthday Breakfast Honoree. He is interred in Rochester’s 
Riverside Cemetery on Lake Avenue just north of Holy Sepulcher Cemetery. His 
mother, Mary McCall will be our guest of honor this year.   ❧
